Is Perspective Reality?
Objective:  To create a Self-Portrait of yourself that incorporates not just how you view yourself, but also how others view you.  You will be reminded of the fact that you shouldn’t judge a book by its cover, but that many people do so how could you help people see you the way you want to.

Directions:  After creating a survey that you distribute to 10 different people to help understand how others view you, you will create a 16” x 20” self-portrait drawing/painting/collage of your choice.  You will incorporate 4 symbols that help represent some aspect of who you are as an individual. Also, you will focus on the use of Value, correct perspective and facial proportions to make the overall composition visually pleasing.  When you are finished, you will write a one page artist statement (typed) explaining any symbolism or insight you gained from the survey responses about how others view you.  Be sure to proofread and use proper grammar and spelling.
